THULE AIR BASE, Greenland – A rib-
bon-cutting ceremony was held here Jan. 24 
as the symbolic completion of the Upgraded 
Early Warning Radar construction phase at 
the 21st Space Wing’s Ballistic Missile Early 
Warning System – Site 1.

Th e actual completion of the facility is 
95 percent, explained Gary Young, Missile 
Defense Agency site manager here.

Th e BMEWS is operated by the 12th Space 
Warning Squadron.

Th e event also marked the beginning 
of the installation phase of the UEWR’s 
equipment.

Th e ribbon was cut by Col. Kyle Haase, 
Ballistic Missile Defense Systems Worldwide 
Deployments program manager, Col. Lee-
Volker Cox, 821st Air Base Group command-
er and Lt. Col. James Forand, 12th SWS com-
mander, in a ceremony attended by members 
of this air base and MDA representatives.

Th e upgrade will consist of modifi cations 

to hardware and soft ware which will provide 
detection and tracking of ballistic missiles 
launched toward North America and other 
nations.

Aft er the upgrade, the radar will perform 
its decades-long early warning mission, said 
Richard Lehner, MDA Public Aff airs offi  cer. 
It will also be able to search for diff erent types 
of missiles, distinguish hostile objects, such 
as warheads from other objects, and provide 
this data using improved communications 
systems.

However, the upgrade will not change the 
physical appearance of the radar and no new 
facilities or radars are planned to be built 
here or elsewhere in Greenland.

Th ule’s radar is the third of fi ve radars 
that are programmed to be upgraded to the 
UEWR confi guration. Th e radars at Beale 
Air Force Base, Calif., and Royal Air Force 
Fylingdales, United Kingdom, have been up-
graded and are currently progressing through 
the fi nal stages of the upgrade program.

Aft er extensive testing, Th ule’s radar is 
expected to be operational in late 2009.

and help the locals here in Honduras.
“Th e mothers and children would run up and swarm 

around us, and I was so glad to give the food and toys, but 
in hindsight, wished I had more to hand out,” he said.

“Of my 18 years in the Air Force — and only 30 days into 
my 120 day stay here — I can honestly say this has been one 

of the most rewarding opportunities and all the JTF-Bravo 
troops express they are seeing the diff erence we all are mak-
ing fi rst hand,” Sergeant Christian said.

Th e hikes have proved so popular that they have now 
become a monthly “staple” event at Soto Cano Air Base.

“I’m already looking forward to next month’s hike because 
it’s such a rewarding feeling to help people,” said Navy Petty 
Offi  cer 2nd Class Frank Johnson, a member of the JTF-Bravo 
commander’s support staff .

“Taking a few days-worth of food to a family may seem like 
a small gesture, but it helps them out tremendously and it has 
a large impact on our relationships with them,” he said.

RAMSTEIN AIR BASE, Germany (AFPN)  —  Filing his 
family’s taxes each year online, Master Sgt. Ron Przysucha 
says he normally receives about $3,000 in tax returns. Th is 
year however, he was taken by surprise when the same Web 
site he traditionally uses calculated his return at nearly 
$8,000.

“I immediately thought it was a mistake and I didn’t want 
to owe the government money so I went to the IRS Web site 
to verify the information for military members and it told 
me that there was a change in the (earned income credit ) 
rules,” said Sergeant Przysucha, who is a television broad-
caster assigned to Air Force News, Det. 4. 

Th e tax laws aff ecting military taxpayers have changed 
signifi cantly over the last few years, said Capt. Mary Ellen 
Payne, the offi  cer in charge of the tax center at Ramstein 
Air Base.

“In the past, military pay allowances such as variable 
housing allowance and cost-of-living allowance were tra-
ditionally included as part of your earned income, even 
though those allowances weren’t taxed. Th is would put 
most military members over the annual income thresh-
old of qualifying for the earned income credit,” Captain 
Payne said.

“Also non-taxable combat pay is no longer included in your 
annual earned income. If someone was gone to the desert for 
a signifi cant period of time then his or her annual income is 
going to be signifi cantly smaller which may better qualify 
him or her for earned income credit,” she said.

“Your best chances of qualifying are if you’re a couple fi ling 
jointly with two children have an annual income threshold 
of around $39,000,” Captain Payne said.

Th ere are six diff erent income thresholds based on the 
structure and employment status of each family as well as 
the number of children included in the family.

Th e earned income credit is a law that was created to give tax 
breaks to working families. It’s a refundable credit meaning 
that even if you have no tax liability  —  in other words, you 
don’t owe taxes for the year and you’re scheduled to receive 
back everything you paid out over the calendar year, you can 
still qualify to receive earned income credit on top of the 
money that was withheld throughout the year. Th e maximum 
amount of income credit being paid out is $4,716.

Airman 1st Class Michael Schindler of the 723rd Air 
Mobility Squadron saw his annual return increase from 

$2,300 to nearly $5,000.
“I guess I wasn’t fi ling my taxes right but 

now I am. I hope to use the extra money 
to buy a better car,” he said.

“Th e last thing that’s important to know 
is that it’s diffi  cult for the tax offi  ce to es-
timate how much people will receive on 
their return without using a certain type of 
soft ware because there are many variables 
that aff ect what you qualify for,” Captain 
Payne said.

“Th at said, we encourage people to 
come to us and we’ll help them under-
stand exactly how much they qualify for,” 
she said.

New earned income credit rules lucrative for some Airmen

Other mandates for earned income credit qualifi cation:
You cannot fi le “married, fi ling separately” to qualify for earned income credit. Partners 
must fi le jointly.
Both partners fi ling jointly and all claimed children must possess a U.S. issued social 
security number.
If you have a foreign spouse, he or she must possess a U.S. issued social security 
number (not an “ITIN” — Individual Tax Identifi cation Number)
You have to have lived in the U.S. for at least six months out of the year.
Military assigned to oversea bases qualify for 6 months U.S. occupancy
Civilians working at oversea bases do not qualify for U.S. occupancy
